N29655 TIPS

1. This airplane has been upgraded to a 180 hp, Lycoming O-360 A1A engine via an approved Supplemental Type Certificate (STC).  Climb performance has been significantly enhanced.  Use 100LL only.  The fuel burn is 9.7 gph @ 75% power.

2. N29655 has a 49 gallon total fuel capacity, 48 gallons useable. Holes in filler neck of each tank mark the 21 gallon level for that tank.  A calibrated dipstick is provided to more precisely determine fuel quantity.

3. Do not fill tanks to brim for local flights.  Fuel expansion on hot days will cause spillage/overflow.  Recommend leaving approximately one inch from nozzle neck to fuel level.

4. For maximum fuel prior to X-C departure select left or right fuel tank and refuel aircraft up to brim of fuel tank nozzles.

5. Oil sump capacity is 8 quarts. Minimum flight quantity is 6 quarts. Use SAE 40 weight oil, which is Aeroshell 80.

6. Finger tighten oil dipstick.  Do not over tighten oil dipstick, or the next person will need pliers.

7. N29655 empty weight is 1482.19 lbs, moment is 156511.56 inch-lbs.

8. A digital voltmeter/ammeter combination gage is installed on cockpit lower left-side instrument panel.  Normal bus voltage readings are12-13v with master switch on engine not operating, 14v with engine running. Positive ammeter charge indication and 14v indicate healthy electrical supply/charging system.  Alternator load should not continuously exceed 48 amps.

9. SR-8 engine analyzer; channels 1-4 are EGT of corresponding cylinders, channels 5-8 are CHT.  Normal CHT’s range from 250 – 300 degrees F.  EGT’s are nominally 1100 – 1200 degrees F.  CHT should never exceed 500 degrees F.

10. ELT is located behind baggage compartment aft tunnel cover.  Remove the tunnel cover using a flat blade screwdriver to turn locking fasteners.  ELT can be activated from the cockpit right side instrument panel remote switch or manually activated with the toggle switch on the ELT.

11. Engine has an installed block heater.  Plug in receptacle for an extension chord is located in the left side of the engine cowl inlet. Plug in heater for approximately 60 minutes before starting engine on cold days when temperature is below 25 degrees F.

12.   The DME is channeled manually or externally (RMT) through VOR#2 NAV selection.

13. Control wheel snake light on-off switch is mounted on the back side of the control wheel.  The snake light is powered by two AAA batteries.
